Microscopic cracks on the surface of the wood created
during manufacture process are one of the reasons why the
drumstick tip cracks up. Wincent is using a unique stone
grinding process which "contours" the drumstick into shape
and leaving a smooth surface without cracks.

Wincent uses a special wax formula. This wax is hard
enough to withstand heavy treatment, although it is flexible
enough to absorb the hits on the drum rims and cymbal
edges. The wax prevents the wood from cracking up.

The unique wax formula, together with keeping the hickory
at the correct moisture level during manufacture ensures
the wood to stay in shape and prevents the rim shot area of
the stick from cracking - even when used by heavy rim shot
players like Mikkey Dee (Motorhead).

The model number is printed on the butt-end of every
stick. This means that Wincent sticks are very easy to iden­
tify. even under low light in gig situations. This has been a
feature unique to Wincent since the introduction of our
hickory and maple sticks in 2002 .

Every pair of Wincent drumsticks is matched in weight
within a tolerance of just 3 grams. They are also inspected
for the straightness of the grain. ensuring that the sticks are
always perfectly straight. Computer controlled manufacture
ensures that the sticks provide equal pitch.
